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Announcement of Plans

The rst INA Summer School on Evolution and Taxonomy (INASSET) will take place in July 2018 o ering an overview of
Cenozoic calcareous nannofossils.
It will be held at the Université Lyon 1, Laboratoire de Géologie de Lyon (Lyon, France) and will o er a 5 day programme o

lectures and practical classes with a strong taxonomic focus. A eld trip will also be organized (providing there is a minimdm

of 10 participants).

This summer school is primarily intended for research students (Masters or PhD level), and early career-stage industrial st
and research scientists interested in nannofossil micropalaeontology, and its applications in biostratigraphy, and palaeoce
ography.

The INA Summer School is an education program that will provide participants with a thorough knowledge of the state of t
art in the eld and the skills needed to recognize the Cenozoic biomarkers and apply biozonations.

During 5 days of Microscope lab sessions the participants will work in pairs at the microscope, studying high quality referefice

samples with expert support and guidance.

We will review the current nannofossil biozonal schemes, discuss their usefulness for biostratigraphical applications, and
present case studies examining the geological evolution of these microfossils.

On the rst day, a grounding in nannofossil research will be provided through lectures on their crystallography, microscopy,
image capture, and use of inofrmatics resources such as the Nannotax website. In the following days, the goal will be to
highlight the main characteristics of nannofossil biostratigraphy from the Paleocene to the Pleistocene, including lectures o
sample preparation, statistical treatment of data, and quantitative biochronology.
